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Abstract — A current list of the published microfungal records isolated from various soils and soil related substrates are
presented from the territory of the Czech and Slovak Republics (formerly Czechoslovakia). Rhizosphere,
entomopathogenic, ovicidal, nematophagous, coprophilous, keratinophilic, dermatophytic, and thermoresistant fungi are
also reported. The review contains microfungal species from peat and peat substrates, litter, vermicompost, enchytraeid
and earthworm intestine and casts, and cattle environs, as well as records from soils affected by windthrow, fire, heavy
metals and human activity. In addition, microfungi which are isolated from various substrates from underground
environments, with the exception of airborne fungi, are included. A total of 1,332 microfungal records are reported in this
list (54 of them belonging to yeasts or yeast-like microfungi and 1,278 belonging to filamentous fungi), representing 385
genera and 1,283 species of microscopic fungi. One microfungal taxon belongs to Microsporidiomycota, seven taxa belong
to Chromista, 164 to Mucoromycotina, 1,133 to Ascomycota, and 28 to Basidiomycota. Forty-nine records were reported as
undetermined fungi or sterile mycelia.
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Introduction

The investigation of cultivable soil microscopic fungi in Czech and Slovak Republics
(formerly Czechoslovakia) has a long tradition. In 1900, Bernatsky published the first microfungal
records from soils of the territory of Czech and Slovak Republics in his taxonomic study about
Absidia septata. However the first extensive studies on soil micromycete communities were
conducted by Niethammer (1933, 1935, 1937, 1942) and Dyr (1938, 1939, 1940, 1941). Basic
development of soil mycology started after the Second World War. Important studies during the
post-war period were published by Barta (1946 - Penicillia), Bartl (1952 - forest soils), Bernat
(1951, 1954, 1958 — forest soils), Vrany (1951 - cellulose decomposers), Valenta (1951, 1953 —
soil Penicillia, cellulose decomposition), Bernatova-Novotnd (1956 — the effect of Capuchin on
soil microorganisms), and Dvorak, Pfikryl & Sobota (1959 — soil dermatophytes). Other very
important studies on soil micromycete communities from the Doutna¢ hill in the Bohemian Karst
and from the Zdanicky les highlands and the Pouzdiany steppe in Southern Moravia were
published by Fassatiova (1964, 1965, 1966, 1969). Intensive studies of soil micromycetes of
grasslands in the Bohemian Karst were carried out in the 1960°s by the Czech mycologist
Holubovéa-Jechova. Unfortunately, these results have not been published. Following studies
reported records from various soil types, such as forest soils (Bernat 1962, 1965, 1976a,b;
Buckova & Bacigalova 1999; Buckova et al. 2000; Dugové 2010b; Grunda 1981; Grunda &
Sarman 1985; Hysek & Biba 1996; Hysek & Brozova 2001b; Hysek, Henzlik & Lettl 1994; Hysek
& Koutecka 1999; Hysek & Lettl 1994; Jirout 2006; Jirout et al. 2005, Kubatova & Vanova 2001,
2007; Kubatova, Vanova & Prasil 1998; Nikodémova 2009; Novakova 2001a,c, 2002; Novakova
& Lukesova 2003; Repové 1980, 1983, 1984, 1985; Slavikova & Vadkertiova 2000; Simonovi¢ &
Nikodemova 2002; Simonovi¢ & Simonovitova 1998; Simonovi¢ova 1980, 1988, 2008b;
Vlacilikova 1978), floodplain forests soils (Benkova 1997, 1999a,b; Buckova & Bacigalova 1999;
Buckova et al. 1998, 2000a; Dugové 2004a,b; Grunda & Marvanova 1982; Navratil 1997;
Simonovi¢ova & Benkova 2000; Simonovicova & Dugova 2008), agricultural soils (Braunova
1981a,b,c, 1983; Braunova & Bernat 1981; Bernat, Dubovska & Braunova 1984; Bumbala 1990;
Dugové 2001; Fatkulinova 1994; Hysek 1993; Hysek & Brozova 2001a; Jirout 2010; Jirout et al.
2008; Jirout, Simek & Elhottova 2009, 2011; Ondridova 1976, 1986; Ondrisova & Gaspierikova
1982; Repové 1985; Slavikova & Vadkertiova 2003a; Simonovitova & Godyova 2004), meadow
soils (Bernat, Kromka & Somsak 2002; Marvanova 1999), grass-grown soil (Slavikovd &
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Vadkertiova 2003b), various mountain soils (Blazkova 1997; Godyova & Krkoskova 2002;
Novakova & Blazkova 2000; Novakova & LukeSova 2003; Hanajik 2007; Hanajik et al. 2009;
Krajnakova, Dugové & Simonovitova 2005; Kubatova & Prasil 1993; Kubatova & Vatiova 2001,
2007, 2009, 2010*; Kubatova, Vanova & Prasil 1994, 1998; Lancuch 2006; Lancuch & Dugova
2000; Lancuch & Hanajik 2005, 2008; Lancuch, Simonovi¢ova & Pangallo 2007; Matisova 1989;
Simonoviova 1989, 1992a,b,c, 1993; Simonovicova et al. 2006, 2007; Simonovi¢ova, Pieckova &
Pangallo 2009), lowland soils (Simonovi¢ & Nikodémovéa 2002), blown-drift-sands (Bug&inska
2005), wind-blown soils (Dugova 2009, 2010a; Dugova et al. 2006), and soils of various types
with varying plant cover (Dugov4, Lichner & Dlapa 2005; Durovéikova 2007; Javorekova,
Makova & Hudecova 2007; Kocianova 1998; Krajnakova 2004; Krkoskova 2002; Labuda 2005a;
Marosiova 2001; Marvanova 1998; Niethammer 1933, 1935, 1937, 1942; Pavli¢kova 1994; Svréek
1963; Simonovidova 2001, 2002, 2004, 2005, 2008a,b 2009a,b, 2010a,b; Simonovitova &
Godyova 2004a; Simonovicova, Mi¢uda & Pangallo 2008; Simonovigova, Pangallo & Benova
2006; Simonoviova, Pangallo & Téth 2006; Tothova, Simonoviova & Frankova 1996, 1997;
Valenta 1951).

Several studies were focused on microfungal communities of post-mining soils (Adamcova
2009, 2010a,b; Benova 2004a,b,c, 2005a,b; Becvar 1996a,b, 1998; Benova 2004a,b; Bernatova
1971; Bernatova-Novotna 1956; Bukovska et al. 2010; JanuSova 2010; Novakova 1999, 2001b;
Simonovigova, Forga¢ & Vybohova 1996; Simonovigova et al. 1997, 1999, 2010a). Elhottova et
al. (2006) presented results from Tertiary sediments recovered in mining processes, and the
micromycete community of soils in urban agglomeration was studied by Dugova (2007).

Records from nature reserves were published by Gryndler (1985) from the NP Libicky luh and
by Hujslova (2006), Hujslova, Kubatova & Kolatik (2006), and Hujslova et al. (2007, 2008, 2009,
2010a,b,c) from the NP Soos. Kralova (1991), Bernat, Kromka & Somsék (2002), and Fassatiova
(1978, 1990) presented records from abandoned plant communities. Micromycete records from
soil of the Tesarské Mlynany arboretum were published by Labuda & Labudova (2005) and
Labuda (2005b, 2006, 2007b**). Some records were published within studies on the occurrence
of Fusarium (Zemankova 1996) and Penicillium (Valenta 1951) species in soils, while others
were reported as new records from the Czech Republic or Slovak Republic (Kubatova 1990a,b,
1991, 1992, 1993, 1994, 2006; Kubatova, Cerny & Novéakova 2001).

Kubatova & Prasil (2008, 2009a,b,c) presented results from studies of microscopic fungi in
biological soil crusts. Micromycetes in soils disturbed by cattle overwintering were published by
Jirout (2010) and Jirout et al. (2008). Microfungal records from soils in cattle environs were also
reported by Smrz & Hrn¢itik (1982), whilst Jirout, Simek & Elhottova (2009) studied microscopic
fungi as potential source of N,O in soil in cattle environs. Several microfungal records were
obtained in context of various ecological studies — e.g., Jursikova, Mi¢uda & Simonovi¢ové (2006)
studied the influence of soil characteristics and vegetation on microbiocenosis. The mycetic
revitalization of soils was studied by Frankova, Téthova & Simonovi¢ova (1998).

The microfungal participation in decomposition processes of cellulose and humus substances
was described by Ondrisova (1976, 1986), OndriSova & Gaspierikova (1982), Valenta (1953), and
Vrany (1951), Dubovskéd & Bernat (1976) and Dubovskd & Macor (1976), respectively. Species
diversity in sickness soils was studied by Van¢ura & Catska (1979) and the influence of
acidification on soil microfungi was studied by Holub, Simonovi¢ova & Banasova (1993),
Kocianova & Stresko (1999), Simonovitova (1996), Simonovitova & Kocianova (1997),
Simonovi¢ova, Frankova & Vybohova (1996), Svancarkova (1999, 2002), and Vybohova (1996a).
Frankova, Tothova & Simonovicova (1994) and Frankova, Simonovitova & Toéthova (1997)
published records about mycobiota in soils influenced by a hydro-electric plant. The effect of
heavy metals and their biotransformation on soil micromycetes was investigated by Cerfiansky
(2003), Cerniansky et al. (2006), Chorvatova (1999), Dugova & Takaé (1999), Janovova (2007),
Seve & Smonovitova (1999), Simonovicova (2006), Simonovidova, Forga¢ & Stresko (1999), and
Simonovigova et al. (2005). Some studies (Godyova 2002; Godyova, Seve & Simonovicova 2002;
Simonovi¢ova et al. 2002, 2003, 2004a,b,c; Simonovi¢ova, Hlinkova & Zemberyova 2007;
Simonovigové, Zemberyova & Betiova 2004; Vizarova et al. 2003; Vybohovéa 1996b; Vybohova et
al. 1999; Vybohova, Dlapa & Simonovi¢ova 1997) were focused on fungal biodeterioration and
anthropization influence on soil microfungi. Benova (2003) and Benova, Hlinkova &
Simonovigova (2005), Daskova (2005), Simonovitova, Frankova & Dugova (1997) studied the
influence of ecological stress on soil microfungi, and the effect of toxic elements on soil
mycobiota was studied by Simonovitova, Forgi¢ & Vybohova (1996). Soil microfungal
communities after windthrow were studied by Hanajik (2007), Hanajik et al. (2009),
Simonovigova et al. (2006, 2007) and Lancuch (2007), and Simonovi¢ova, Hosko & Simkova
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(2008) studied the effect of fire on soil micromycetes. The effect of liming on soil micromycetes
was published by Simonovitova & Godyova (2004a,b) and Simonovidova & Godyova-
Macharikova (2004). Some records about microfungal occurrence were also presented in
physiological studies, such as Buckova et al. (2000b) and Chorvatova et al. (1998).

Research of rhizosphere microfungi was started by Catskd, Macura & Vagnerova (1960).
Proceeding these studies many soils were studied to assess the rhizosphere and mycorhizosphere
(Catska 1963a,b; Catska & Macura 1963; Catska et al. 1982; Cerny 1985, 1986; Cerny &
Cudlin 1989, 1992; Cerny, Hrielova & Cudlin 1987; Havrankova & Gryndler 2007; Gryndlerova
1989, 1990; Kratka 1987; Kubikova 1963a,b, 1965, 1968; Pozarova 1998; Pozarova, Herben &
Gryndler 2001; Safranck & VIckova 1980; Simonovitova et al. 2004; Simonovi¢ova, Pieckova &
Seve 2003; Vandura & Catska 1979; Vesely 1976, 1977, 1985).

Records of entomopathogenic fungal occurrences in soils were presented by Hornidk (2004),
Kubicek (2002, 2005), Landa, Hornak & Bursova (2001), and Landa et al. (2001). Fassatiova &
Lysek (1982), Lysek (1963, 1969), Lysek & Vingralkova (1985). Ulehla (1989) published records
about ovicidal fungi in soils and Holubovéa-Jechova (1990), Holubova-Jechova & Novotna (1990),
Ipserova (1982), Novotna (1987, 1989), Novotna & Fassatiova (1988), and Vinduska (1979, 1980)
published on nematophagous fungi. Species diversity of coprophilous fungi in forest soils was
studied by Koubova (1991), and Vanova & Kubatova (2001, 2004), while fungi associated with
free-living birds including droppings and pellets were published by Hubalek (1974).

Records from other substrates were published. Examples included peat and peat substrates
(Holubova-Jechova & Jancatik 1980), and litter (Jirout 2004, 2006; Mikusikova 1979; Ptihoda
1976). Novakova & Pizl (2002a,b, 2003a,b, 2005) studied microfungal communities in
vermicompost and earthworm intestines, and Novékova-Repova & Chalupsky (1992) published
records from soil, enchytraeid intestines and casts. Results from studies of peloids were presented
by Fassatiova & Péckova (1990), Fassatiova et al. (1990), and Péckova & Fassatiova (1989). A
study by Klapakova and Betniova (2004) was focused on microscopic fungi in composting of waste
filter cake, Volf et al. (1979) studied fungi in drainage lines, and Frankova, Simonovidova &
Horanova (1998) studied microfungi in sediments of a gravel-pit lake. Soil microfungi as stone
and cemetery contaminants were presented by Simonovi¢ova, Goédyova, Seve (2004). Microfungal
communities in undercrofts and tombs were studied by Frankova et al. (2002) and Fassatiova,
Prasil & Vanova (1993). Several studies were focused on micromycetes in industrial deposits and
athropogenic substrates (Kubatova & Prasil 2009b; Kubatova, Prasil & Vanova 2002; Kubatova
& Vanova 2004; Spévakova 1996; Vanova & Becvar 1998). Macharikova (2005) and Labuda
(2007¢) published microfungal records from human environments.

A considerable amount attention was also concentrated on a study of keratinophilic and
dermatophytic fungal distribution in soils. The first study of soil keratinophilic fungi was
conducted by Otéenasek & Dvorak (1964). The studies of Buchvald, Steinerova & Hrasko (1966),

Chmel et al. (1972), Chmel & Vlacilikova (1975, 1977), Kunert (1965a), Palencarova (1977),
Steinerova & Buchvald (1967), Vollekova (1982, 1983, 1984, 1985) were also focused on the
occurrence of keratinophilic fungi in various types of soils. Labuda (2007a) published information
about keratinophilic and thermophilic micromycetes, too. The occurrence of dermatophytes in
soils of the former Czechoslovakia was reported by Chmel, Buchvald & Kleibl (1967), Chmel &
Buchvald (1970), Dvotak, Prikryl & Sobota (1959), Dvotdk, Otcenasek (1969), Dvorak,
Otéenasek & Heyberger (1965), Hejtmanek (1957, 1958, 1962, 1963, 1966), Hejtmanek & Kunert
(1965), Hejtmanek & Parolek (1962), Hejtmankova-Uhrova & Hanelova (1962), Hejtmankova-
Uhrova & Kunert (1964), Kiivanec, JaneCkova & Otcenasek (1977), Kunert (1965b, 1966), Kunert
& Hejtmanek (1964), Otcenasek (1963), Otéenasek, Dvorak & Kunert (1967), Otéenasek &
Humpoli¢kova (1979), Palen¢arova (1977), and Simordova & Hejtmanek (1969, 1971).

Jesenska (1987a,b) published records about toxigenic fungi in soil. A lot of attention was also
focused on heat-resistant fungi — they were studied by Jesenska & Pieckova (1990, 1991, 1993,
1994a,b, 1995a,b,c), Jesenska, Pieckova & Bernat (1992a,b,c,d, 1993), Jesenska, Pieckova &
Durkovsky (1994), Jesenska, Pieckova & Sepitkova (1991), Jesenska & Seginkova (1986),
Jesenskad, Volna & Pieckova (1994), Pieckova (1996), Pieckova, Bernat & Jesenska (1992, 1994),
Pieckova & Jesenska (1996, 1997), Pieckova, LakatoSova & Jesenska (1996). Several studies
presented results from the investigation of antimycotics effect on soil micromycetes (Krakovska
2001; Krakovska & Goédyova 2003; Krakovska, Jesenska & Pieckova 2000, Krakovska, Pieckova
& Jesenska 2001; Kunova & Pieckova 2002a,b; Kunova et al. 2002; Pieckova & Jesenska 1999a,c;
Pieckova, Jesenska & Krakovska 1998; Simonovitova, Pieckova & Seve 2003; Simonovicova et
al. 2004a,b; Urik et al. 2003; Pivovarova & Pieckova 2006).
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Species diversity of microscopic fungi in the underground environment was first reported by
Fassatiova (1970) and Fassatiova & Hartmannova (1972) from a uranium mine in Piibram. In the
1970s and 1980s, an interest in cave inhabiting microfungi was focused mainly on microfungal
occurrence in cave environments from the human health point of view. Predominantly air-borne
microfungi were studied by Fassatiova, Marvanova and Liska in several caves of the Moravian
Karst. Unfortunately, results of these studies were not published, nevertheless some isolated
strains are maintained in microfungal collections (Pacova et al. 1999; Kubatova, Vanova & Prasil
1996, 2003). The first microfungal records from cave environments, especially for the purposes of
speleotherapy, were published by Hlinomazova & Feikova (1983) from the New Amateur Cave
and Sloup-Sostivka Caves. Similar cave environment (The Cisaiska Cave) was also studied by
Hajduskova (2000). Marvanova et al.(1992) presented results from an investigation of the
influence of tourist visits on microfungal occurrence on aragonite speleothemes in the Zbrasov
Aragonite Caves. Hanuldkova (1995) reported results from the study of the Javoficko Caves, and
Bosék et al. (2001) reported results from investigations in four Moravian caves (the New Amateur
Cave, the Punkva Caves, the Javoticko Caves, and the ZbraSov Aragonite Caves). The next studies
of the cave environment were focused on microfungi in various caves of the Czech Republic
(Gersl & Novak 2003; Kosina et al. 2008; Laichmanova 2009; Novak 1999; Novakova 2006b,c,
2007¢,d, 2008a,b,c,d, 2009d,e, 2010b) and Slovakia (Elhottova et al. 2003; Kovag et al. 2005;
LukeSova & Novakova 2008; Novakova 2004a,b,c, 2005, 2006a,c, 2007a,b,c,d, 2008 a,b,c,d,e,
2009a,b,c,d,e, 2010a,c; Novakova et al. 2005; Novakova & Chronakova 2007; Novakova &
Kolatik 2010; Novakova, Kolafik & Chronakova 2008; Seman et al. 2009; Seman & Gaalova
2009; Stankovi¢, Cilek, Schmelcova et al. 2010). All mentioned publications presented
microfungal findings from various cave substrates (with exception of cave air), such as cave
sediments (fossil soils), bat guano, animal faeces and cadavers, vermiculations, moonmilk etc.

Records about Geomyces destructans on bats in caves and other underground sites were
reported by Martinkova et al. (2010), Simonovicova et al. (2010b,c), and Kubatova (2010),
Kubatova, Koukol & Novakova (2010). Kubatova, Prasil & Vanova (2005) published information
about microfungal community in the environment of underground tunnels, and Kubatovd &
Dvortak (2005) studied entomopathogenic fungi associated with insects hibernating in underground
shelters.

Some records about micromycete distribution were also published in taxonomic studies (Barta
1946; Cerna 1966; Fassatiova 1982b, 1988; Fassatiova & Kubatova 1990; Gams 1971; Frisvad,
Samson & Stolk 1990; Kockova-Kratochvilova & Palkoska 1958; Kubatova 1992b; Niethammer
1937; Samson & Frisvad 2004; Variova 1968, 1971, 1977, 1980, 1983, 1985, 1989) or in review
articles about Penicillium studies (Novakova & Kubatova 1995). From the area of the Czech
Republic and Slovakia, several new microfungal species or varieties were described from soils
(Trichophyton mentagrophytes (C.P. Robin) R. Blanch. var. moravicum Otéenasek, Mucor
bathogenus Dyr, M. bohemicus Dyr, Absidia fassatiae Vanova, and A. macrospora Vanova),
nematode cysts (Scytalidium multiseptatum Hol.-Jech.), peloids (Sagenomella bohemica Fassat. &
Peckovad), badger burrows (Arthroderma melis Kiivanec Janeckova & Otcenasek), and from bat
guano (Chrysosporium speluncarum A. Novakova & M. Kolafik). Several microfungal strains
isolated from soils and underground environment are still preserved in culture collections and they
are reported in culture collection catalogues, e.g. Kockova-Kratochvilova (1977), Kockova-
Kratochvilova et al. (1986), Kubatova & Hunkova (1998), Kubatova & Kolatik (2007), Kubatova,
Vanova & Prasil (1996, 2003), Novakova (2007a), and Pacova et al. (1999).

The first review on microscopic soil fungi from the territory of Czech and Slovak Republics
(formerly Czechoslovakia), included saprotrophic, keratinophilic, ovicidal, nematophagous,
rhizosphere, coprophilous fungi and dermatophytes, and it was published by Repova (1989a,b,
1990a,b). An overview of micromycetes records from Slovak soils was conducted by
Simonovitova (2001, 2002, 2004, 2005, 2008a, 2009a, 2010a,b). Considering the number of new
records from this territory since that time, newly described micromycete species and nomenclature
changes in the last twenty years, it seems to be necessary to create a new review of soil
microscopic fungi which will include all changes according to modern taxonomical concepts
(Anon. 2004, 2004-2012, Domsch, Gams & Anderson 2007, Houbraken & Samson) and
information about microfungal findings from underground environments.

Materials and Methods

In total, 501 articles were excerpted in this list. Our excerptions include results about
cultivable microfungi belonging to various ecological groups which have been isolated from soils
and similar substrates from the territory of Czech and Slovak Republics (453 contributions), as
well as from underground environments (48 contributions). In addition to articles published in
journals and books, manuscripts such as Bachelor degree and Diploma theses, Ph.D. dissertations
This review covered a period from dissertations, Habilitation Theses, and Final Projects, all of
which are commonly found in libraries, are accepted in this review. This review covered a period
from 1900 to 2010 with the exception of some articles which had been accepted in 2010, but were
published during 2011. The review articles or books summarizing previously published
microfungal records are also included in this list, e.g. Dugova (2003), Novakova & Kubétova
(1995), Repové (1989a,b, 1990a,b), Seman & Gaalova (2009), Simonovitova (2001, 2002, 2004,
2005, 2008a,b, 2009a,b, 2010a,b), Simonovitova & Vaiova (2001), and Vaiova (1989), and they
are indicated in bold in this text. Records are reported in alphabetical order. Several abbreviations
are used in the text for geographical units (B — Bohemia, M — Moravia, S — Slovakia, CZ —
Czechoslovakia, CR — the Czech Republic). Taxonomically doubtful taxa or taxa with illegitimate
names are reported with pound or hash sign (#). References to a paper accepted for publication in
2010 bt as yet unpublished (Kubatova & Vanova 201 is indicated with an asterisk (*). References
to an unpublished Research Report (Labuda 2007b) are indicated with a double asterisk (**).

A total of 1,332 microfungal records are reported in this list (54 of them belonging to yeasts
or yeast-like microfungi and 1,278 belonging to filamentous fungi), representing 385 genera and
1,283 species of microscopic fungi. One microfungal taxon belongs to Microsporidiomycota,
seven taxa belong to Chromista, 164 to Mucoromycotina, 1,133 to Ascomycota, and 28 to
Basidiomycota. Forty-nine records were reported as undetermined fungi or sterile mycelia. A
nomenclature is constructed according to the Mycobank database (March 2012) with the exception
of the genus Trichoderma, Umbelopsis angularis, Penicillium glaucoalbidum, P. hennebertii, and
P. porphyreum — in these cases a nomenclature according to Domsch, Gams & Anderson (2007)
and Houbraken & Samson (2011) is used.
